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Laws Regarding the Sukkah
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Shulchan Aruch
1) /It is written,] “You shall dwell in sukkot (booths)... so that your [future/
generations will know that I had the children of Israel dwell in sukkot when I
brought them out of the land of Egypt.” (Leviticus 23:42-43) Now these [sukkot/
were the “clouds of glory” which surrounded them to shade them from the

scorching sun. As a remembrance of this, it was commanded to us to make sukkot
for shade, to remember the awesome miracles. Therefore, when sitting in the sukkah
one is to bear in mind that he does so in order to observe the command of the Holy
One, blessed be He; as it is commanded to us to dwell in a sukkah to commemorate
the Exodus from Egypt. It is a mitzvah to build the entire sukkah on the day
immediately after Yom Kippur, right after leaving the synagogue in the morning; for
an opportunity to perform a mitzvah must not be delayed.

2) JOf this verse/, “You shall dwell in sukkot seven days,” our Sages have commanded
that for seven days one must make his home a temporary dwelling and the sukkah
his primary one.

3) How is the command of dwelling in the sukkah performed? By eating, drinking,
sleeping, and relaxing in the sukkah all seven days — day and night - just as one
does in his house throughout the year. If he converses with a friend, he should do so
in the sukkah . Generally, one should consider the sukkah just as he does his proper
home; whatever one should normally do in his house, he should do in th sukkah.
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Hosha 'anot

During Sukkot one is to recite a specific section of Hashaanot immedatly after Hallel
(where indicated), but before Kaddish. First the introduction below is recited. Then the
section for the corresponding day should be recited, this should be done while walking
around the bimah. On Hoshanah Rabba all the sections are recited, and the bimah encirled
seven times, walking with the lulav and etrog in hand. On Shabbat one should not recite
Hashaanot, however the section relating to Shabbat should be said during the next
morning before saying the portion relating to Sunday: however, one need not circle when
making up for the Shabbat.

In many congreagations the word “NIWU” is said before each stanza, thought it is not
shown in most editions of siddurim. In many cases it also applies the each stanza for the
day as well; example, making first day read: *7"™12 1905 RIWYIT .00 1907 RPN .

On Hoshanah Rabba add the following paragraphs:
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The Chazzan, followed by the congregation start circling now.
Each verse is said in repetition; first by the chazzan, then by the congregation.
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On all days say from here on:
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During the first six days of Sukkot on should continue below.
On Hoshanah Rabba continue with “300."
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The Torah is returned to the Ark at this time, and the Ark is then closed.
The Chazzan recites the Full-Kaddish and then continues on with the Song of the Day.
